4. SALINAS VALLEY EXPRESS TRANSIT CORRIDOR STUDY

The Committee received a presentation on the Ford Ord Regional Trail & Greenway project.

Fred Watson and Scott Waltz, presented the Fort Ord Regional Trail & Greenway project, which
is a proposed new paved regional active transportation route that will serve as a safe pedestrian
and bicycle corridor connecting the cities of Seaside, Marina, Del Rey Oaks, Monterey and
unincorporated community residents to California State University Monterey Bay, the Fort Ord
National Monument and the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail. FORTAG is included in the
Measure X Plan, with $20 million allocated to the project, which has an approximate cost
estimate of $40 million.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner, reported that TAMC is the lead agency for
environmental review. Ms. Murillo noted that TAMC will begin environmental review of the
FORTAG project in the late summer/fall.

Committee member Wege asked about FORTAG and proposed development in Seaside. Ms.
Watson said the proposed FORTAG alignment goes through proposed development areas in
Seaside.
The Committee had the following questions, comments and suggestions to the Ford Ord Regional
Trail & Greenway project:

e What are Scott and Fred’s roles in FORTAG? CSUMB professors, and community
advocates in their role with FORTAG.

e Who would maintain FORTAG? This is an ongoing discussion. In the short-term,
jurisdictions or the Monterey Regional Parks District could maintain FORTAG. Another
option could be a special services district.

e What is the grade of FORTAG in the East CSUMB area? State Parks accessibility
standards were used to map grades and identify the FORTAG alignment.

e Consider solar lighting at some trail locations, especially at the CSUMB locations

e Consider benches at certain vista point locations

e Consider bike repair stations at certain locations

e Consider separate bike and pedestrian lanes where feasible

5. MONTEREY COUNTY ACTIVE TRANSPORTATION PLAN

The Committee received an update on the 2018 Monterey County Active Transportation Plan;
and provided input on the projects for development into conceptual design.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner, reported that the focus of the 2018 Plan update is to
meet the Sate Active Transportation Program Guidelines, incorporate innovative bicycle facility
designs, and promote high priority projects. Ms. Murillo noted that the Transportation Agency
staff has also refined the project ranking criteria to develop draft ranked project lists for each of
the Monterey County jurisdictions. Staff has also conferred with local jurisdictions on potential
projects that will be submitted as candidates for the competitive State Active Transportation
Program. Based on this input, the following high-priority projects will be developed into
conceptual designs. The intent of the conceptual designs is to advance these high-priority projects
into projects development and make them more competitive for ATP grant funding. Alta Planning
+ Design is tasked with developing 15 conceptual designs, which is enough for approximately 1
design per jurisdiction and 2-3 concepts for projects with regional significance.

The committee had the following suggestions on the Monterey County Active Transportation
Plan:

e Consider having the top 3 projects and picking one for a conceptual design
e Consider working with cities on possibly using other funds for leverage

MEASURE X SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL PROGRAM
The Committee reported on the Measure X Safe Routes to School Program.

Ariana Green, Associate Transportation Planner reported that the Safe Routes to School Program
is Measure X-funded initiative. The proposed Program sets a vision and identifies goals,
objectives and types of projects and activities that can be funded. The Measure X Safe Routes to
School program provides a consistent source of funding over the next 30 years: approximately
$667,000 annually, or $20 million over the 30-year life of the program. The program will result in
projects that provide the following benefits: improved safety for children walking and biking to
school; better connections between schools, residential areas and vocational training programs;
enhanced air quality; and healthier transportation choices for school children and parents. Ms.
Green noted that the Measure X Safe Routes to School Program will greatly expand bicycle and
pedestrian safety education with the lofty goal of reaching all 2"@ and 5™ graders in Monterey
County. These bicycles and pedestrian safety educational programs will take place at elementary
schools in the Salinas Valley, Marina, and Salinas over the next two years.

Committee member Mike LeBarre liked the idea of mini grants to assist with food and prizes for
schools and etc.

Committee member Ralph Wege noted that we provide support to the Monterey County on filling
out grant applications for sidewalk gaps.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

REVIEW the draft Monterey County Active Transportation Plan; and PROVIDE comments by May
31, 2018.

SUMMARY:

The Active Transportation Plan is an update of the 2011 Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan. The
focus of the 2018 Plan update is to meet the State Active Transportation Program guidelines,
incorporate innovative bicycle facility designs, and promote high priority projects.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Plan will position high priority projects to be more competitive for grant funding, such as the
State’s Active Transportation Program. The upcoming ATP cycle funding estimate is $445 million for
FY2019/20 to FY2022/23. Staff time, and Alta Planning + Design's contract totaling $124,891, are
both included in the adopted TAMC budget.

DISCUSSION:

The goal of the Monterey County Active Transportation Plan is to meet State's Plan guidelines,
identify high priority bicycle and pedestrian projects, and identify opportunity sites for innovative
bicycle facility design, and designating areas for enhanced regional and local connectivity.

Public Outreach:

The development of this Plan started in 2016. In May 2016, Committee members from the Bicycle and
Pedestrian Committee and the Technical Advisory Committee participated in a mapping activity to
identify bicycle and pedestrian improvements throughout Monterey County. In August 2016,
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Committee members provided input on the list of projects identified in the May mapping exercise.
From September to December 2016, TAMC staff set up an online mapping public input tool.
Members of the public were able to provide feedback on: barriers to bicycling/walking, routes that
they currently walk/bike, and routes that they would like to bike/walk if improvements were made.
Approximately 300 people submitted 430 comments via the Wikimapping tool. Staff collaborated with
the Monterey County Health Department to gather input from their Greenfield Leadership and Civic
Engagement group, and collaborated with the City of Gonzales to host a South County public
workshop.

Plan, Projects and Ranking:

Since the public outreach phase of this project, TAMC staff met with city and county staff to review
public comments and to discuss city priorities. TAMC staff then developed draft ranked project lists
for each of the Monterey County jurisdictions, based on the State Active Transportation Program grant
scoring criteria and input received from the Bicycle and Pedestrian Committee and the Technical
Advisory Committee. The scoring measurement methodology and data sources as well as a refined
scale for how points are distributed among these categories (see attachment): Safety, Connectivity,
Comfort, Active Transportation Trips, Equity, Complete Streets Opportunity projects, and, Quality
Facilities.

An interactive map and the draft ranked project lists for each of the cities and the County of Monterey
are posted on the Active Transportation Plan website:_http://www.tamcmonterey.org/programs/bike-
pedestrian/bike-ped-plan/. Attached is the Executive Summary of the Active Transportation Plan. The
projects identified as regional priorities are those that scored in the top 25% of all projects countywide.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The 2018 Transportation Agency for Monterey
County Active Transportation Plan is an update
of the 2011 Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan,
which identified all existing and proposed
bicycle and pedestrian facilities in Monterey
County. This Plan identifies remaining gaps in
the bicycle and pedestrian network and
opportunity areas for innovative bicycle facility
design. This Plan will be used to pursue grant
funding and effectively use Monterey County’s
Measure X investments to ensure that planned
street improvements include bicycle and
pedestrian improvements.

New to this update is the inclusion of protected
bike lanes. Caltrans added them to their
numbering scheme as Class 4 facilities.

e C(Class 1 —Bike Path: separate from the
road

e C(Class 2 — Bike Lane: painted strip to the
right of mixed vehicle flow lanes

e C(Class 3 — Bike Routes: Signed shared
facilities & sharrows

e (Class 4 — Protected Bike Lanes

Protected bike lanes use curbs, planters, parked
cars, or posts to separate bike and auto traffic
on busy streets, and have been shown to be
much more effective than conventional bike
lanes. They make cycling safer, improve
adjacent walking facilities, and help calm
vehicle traffic.

Nationally, since the 2011 version of this plan,
added emphasis has been placed on “low-stress
networks” that serve people of all ages and
abilities. In addition to separate bike paths and
protected bike lanes, other examples of low-

stress facilities include bicycle boulevards, and
bike protection at intersections. Communities
who have implemented a connected network of
low-stress bike facilities have experienced
significant increases in cycling.

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Staff conducted an extensive analysis to identify
high priority bikeway projects, utilizing project
ranking criteria that reflects Plan goals and
corresponds to the State Active Transportation
Program criteria. The scoring criteria also reflect
input from the Bicycle and Pedestrian
Committee and the Technical Advisory
Committee, and are as follows:

e Safety (20 points)

e Connectivity (20 points)

e Comfort (20 points)

Projects may be sorted by these categories; for
example, the project lists can be sorted by
safety based on the safety score. Following the
prioritization, and consultation with local public
works staff, the projects listed in Table 1 are the
top three high-priority projects for each city and
the County of Monterey. Table 2 summarizes
the projects that will be developed into
conceptual designs. The intent of developing
conceptual designs is to make these projects
more competitive for grant funding and
advance these projects into development and
implementation.

While sidewalks are largely contiguous
throughout most of the urbanized Monterey
County communities, many sidewalk gaps were
identified in Castroville, Chualar, San Lucas, and
San Ardo. Pedestrian intersection
improvements were identified throughout the
County. Staff did not rank the pedestrian
projects.

Implementation & Funding

The implementation of the projects in this Plan
will occur over time as funding becomes
available. The ability for local jurisdictions to
leverage regional and state grant funding will be
crucial for project implementation. That said,
many of the safety and complete streets
projects can be installed as part of regularly-
scheduled street and road maintenance
improvements.

There are two main funding sources that local
cities and Monterey County can use to
implement the active transportation
improvements in this Plan: Measure X funds
(both local and safe routes), State Active
Transportation Program, and California
Senate Bill 1 funds.

SUMMARY:

The State Active Transportation Program is a competitive grant program that funds bike and pedestrian
infrastructure improvements and projects. The call for projects begins May 16, with applications due
on July 31. Staff will present an overview of anticipated projects for this funding cycle.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Approximately $492 million in federal funding, plus $400 million in state SB 1 gas tax money, or a
total of $892 million, will be allocated in the upcoming Cycle 4 Active Transportation Program (ATP)
for fiscal years 2019/20 through 2022/23.

DISCUSSION:

The State Active Transportation Program was created by Senate Bill 99 of 2013. The program's
purpose and goals are to increase the proportion of trips accomplished by biking and walking, increase
safety for these modes, reduce greenhouse gases, enhance public health, and provide a benefit to
disadvantaged communities. The program consolidated various transportation funding sources into a
single program totaling approximately $123 million a year from a combination of state and federal
monies. Most recently, SB 1 added $100 million per year to the program, nearly doubling the amount
of available funds for active transportation projects.

Monterey County jurisdictions have been successful in obtaining ATP funds. Examples of projects
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funded by the ATP in Monterey County include:
e Moss Landing trail segment of the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail network
Las Lomas bike and pedestrian improvements in North Monterey County
North Fremont Street bike and pedestrian improvements in Monterey
West Broadway St bike and pedestrian improvements in Seaside
Via Salinas Valley bike and pedestrian improvements and educational outreach in Salinas,
Gonzales, Greenfield, Soledad and King City.

TAMC staft has been coordinating with local cities and the county to identify projects that will be
competitive for the upcoming ATP funding cycle. For this funding cycle, the following agencies have
indicated interest in submitting funding applications:
e Monterey County Health Department (with TAMC): traffic gardens, bike and pedestrian safety
education in schools throughout the County
e Monterey County Resource Management Agency: pedestrian improvements, bike and pedestrian
education in Castroville and Chualar, possibly San Lucas and San Ardo
e Pacific Grove: bike and pedestrian improvements on Forest Avenue and Sunset Avenue (Hwy
68)
¢ King City: San Antonio Drive bike and pedestrian improvements
e TAMC: Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway (portion)

TAMC staft is coordinating the development of concept designs for the projects in Salinas and King

City as part of the Monterey County Active Transportation Plan in order to support the development
of ATP grant applications.
